Kanesville Students collaborate with Council Bluffs Community tying curriculum to Service Learning Projects

Kanesville students and teachers have jumped into a new endeavor! They are connecting their learning with the community.  In a service learning project, the students’ research, design, and implement a project, based on a need in the community.   

 In Jolene Edmond’s Contemporary Issues class, the students used their study of genocide to work with the Children’s Square Preschool students to develop a positive self-esteem- a first step in eliminating prejudice that can lead to genocide.  Several English classes have partnered with the elderly to learn more about history and the founding of our city.  Students have collaborated with residents at Midlands Living Center and Woodlands Rehabilitation Center.  They write about their experiences and share them with their class and the residents.  New projects for fourth quarter include collaboration with Franklin and Walnut Grove Elementary Schools in conjunction with the Bass Pro Shop.  Kay Durfey is also having the students work on the Pennies for Patients project.  This is connected to the Children’s Hospital in Omaha (oncology).  Marketing for this project is being written by the English 12 classes.  A final partnership is in the planning phases with Advanced Auto and the local animal shelters.
